Downtown Christmas Market 2018 
Guidelines 

 
The Christmas Market is open to all artists, craftsmen, and sculptors with original work. 
All merchandise is to be inside the Trinity United Methodist Church fellowship hall and 
set up for display by 9:30 am on Saturday, December 15. Exhibitors are expected to 
be ready for business 30 minutes prior to opening. The event will include music on the 
stage as well as other surprises for the kids. 
 
Advertising: The Christmas Market will be extensively advertised in the local media, as 
well as through e-blasts, posters, radio, newspapers, and social media. You will be 
provided a digital flyer to distribute to your social network as well.  
 
Spaces: Vendor spaces will be available both indoors and outdoors. Indoor spaces will 
be marked with tape in the Church hall. You will be required to provide your own table, 
chairs, and table coverings. Tents are encouraged for outdoor vendors but not required.  
 
Electricity: If you need electricity, heavy duty electrical cords and power strips are 
recommended. Cords must be covered with duct tape. The tape must be removed by 
the vendor after the event. The vendor is responsible for any damages to the floor.  
 
Miscellaneous: Stock boxes must be kept out of sight.  
 
Acceptance: Letters of Confirmation will be mailed out by Dec. 4. If your application is 
not accepted, your check will be returned to you with a letter stating such. Given the 
capacity of the church, the DDRA will choose applicants with a preference for hand-
crafted items and select applicants to create a variety for shoppers. 
 

You cannot tear down your space until the show is over. 
 

Applications must be received by 5pm on Monday, Dec. 3.
